WILDLIFE LAND FUND LIMITED (WLFL)
Des Boyland, Chair, WLFL

WLFL is a non-profit, limited guarantee,
public company established in 2001. While
WLFL is a separate legal identity, it was
founded, fostered and promoted by
WPSQ. Currently WLFL has about 1820
ha of land under management.
Membership continues to be in the range
of 85-90.

WLFL’'s vision is to contribute to an
ecologically sustainable future for people
and wildlife by conserving Queensland’s
natural environment.

The principal means of achieving WLFL'’s
vision are:

1. to acquire or bring about the
acquisition of land with natural
heritage values; and

2. to protect and enhance those
values through wise and
ecologically sustainable
management.

WLFL focuses on smaller land parcels,
generally of less than 2000 hectares

Lands WLFL manages

Bukkulla Conservation Park

This holding is located near Marlborough,
Central Queensland. It is a protected area
under the Nature Conservation Act 1992
with WLFL as the sole trustee. The area is
managed in accordance with a statement
of management intentions prepared by
WLFL The area serves in part as a
demonstration that conservation and
primary pursuits are not mutually
exclusive. Agistment of cattle occurs
subject to an approved stock grazing
permit.

Witta Conservation Reserve
This reserve is freehold land owned by
WLFL and located near Maleny in SEQ.
The land is registered as Land for Wildlife
and a conservation covenant is registered
on title. A conservation agreement has

been executed with Caloundra City Council
These actions guarantee protection for
flora and fauna. A management plan for
the area has been approved. The property
has now been fenced, weed control
programs initiated and track construction
commenced.

Other Proposals

WLFL is negotiating with a range of
landholders over possible donations.
Localities include Calliope, Logan City,
Reesville and Caboolture.

Future Needs of WLFL

Membership (joining fee of $5 and an
annual fee of $20) needs to increase.
Current membership has fallen to 87. For
WLFL to achieve its potential more
members, more support and more
donations are needed. Skills and time not
only dollars are required from time to time.
You do not have to be a member to
donate. If you are already a supporter-
thanks for your effort. If not, why not
consider becoming one and share in the
ownership of a part of Queensland.

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Karawatha Forest

Karawatha Forest Protection Society and
EDO QId are delighted that Brisbane City
Council has finally taken steps to acquire 26
hectares of land at 193 Compton Road, Kuraby
across from Karawatha Forest. The property is
environmentally significant land which forms
part of an important wildlife corridor including

Oxley Creek and Karawatha Forest.

Since 2004, when Brisbane City Council
refused a development application over the
land, both Brisbane City Council and the
Karawatha Forest Protection Society have been
fighting a Planning and Environment Court
appeal by the developers, with the Society

participating as Co-respondents by election.

The Planning and
Environment  Court
case settled recently
and Council has now
issued a notice to
resume the property.

The exploding pot plant

While giving our dehydrated plants a drink
one recent evening (within the allowed
hours of course) | almost had a heart
attack when one hanging basket seemed
to explode in my face. Upon reflection it
was actually an eruption of beating wings
which caused the ruckus.

A bird had obviously been disturbed in the
hanging basket and had erupted and fled
although it was almost dark.

Curious | peered into the pot, which hung
under our patio at about nose height.
Inside was a circular nest which appeared
to be made up of plant roots, vine and
cobwebs. In the centre was one very wet
orangey speckled egg about the length of
a 20 cent piece.

| realised | had disturbed a new nest of a
yet unidentified bird and set about undoing
as much damage as possible in the hope
the phantom bird would return to its egg.
First 1| mopped up the dampness in the
nest and then used a paper towel to dry
the egg. | hoped this would prevent its
cooling too quickly.

Having done my best to undo the damage |
retreated under the house to watch from a
convenient window. Lo and behold within
a few minutes the bird returned to the nest.
It was a Brush wattle bird easily identified
by its striking plumage. Though mostly
brown the bird has fine white streaks and
spots forming a attractive patterns
particularly on the chest and
head.

Two birds, presumably the
male and female, are now
tending the nest with one
spending the night sitting on
the egg. Time will tell if our
care has been in vain.
