PRESIDENTS REPORT
Steve Homewood

It has been a busy month for the group with the
weekend Expo at Indigiscapes attracting many
visitors to our stall. Whilst much of the talk
centred on the threat to our wildlife in an
increasing urban environment, there was a great
uptake of our information sheets on local fauna
and conservation efforts. Some people talked
about the disappearance of frogs in their yard,
which | believe is mostly due to the lack of
decent rains, although draining of wetland areas
for development does not help their cause. The
proliferation of rainwater tanks will certainly
provide a great habitat for our Green Frogs.

Our World Environment Day Dinner was a
great success, food, wine and talk flowed
freely. Our speaker Sue Pillans spoke on
Protection Zones in Moreton Bay highlighting
to me the similarities in inadequacies of
protection for our fauna and bushland on the
land. Her research cited the lack of and size of
reserves, their fragmentation, relating to how
well fish and crabs did inside no go zones. Plus
the difference in the biodiversity and health of
species in the main boat traffic areas, the

difficulty of enforcing

regulations, speed

zones and the destruction of seabed life by
trawling (clear felling).

Regular talks about Moreton Bay Wildlife and
issues are now being held and are well
attended, details will appear in the newsletter.

Moreton Bay Rezoning Plan is up for comment
| urge people to do the survey on
www.epa.qgld.gov.auwhich only takes a few
minutes. It is critical that those who are
interested in the conservation and protection of
the Bay have their say, against some in the

Monofilament nylon netting

The issue of monofilament nylon netting and
its devastating effect on wildlife, particularly
flying foxes continues.

We believe that hardware retailers continue to
sell the netting even though it has been
pointed out that it is having an adverse effect
on our wildlife.

If your local hardware store has it ask for this
product to be taken off their shelves. It could
be described as bird netting. If it is dark
coloured and the wildlife like flying foxes and
possums can not see it at night they are likely
to be trapped especially if it is not appropriately
tensioned.

Below is a submission sent to one of the major
hardware stores by a carer who has had a
great deal of personal experience with the
injuries caused by this netting.

HiHH

ATTENTION MANAGER

The monofilament netting on widespread sale
is an ongoing disaster for animals, regardless
of how it is installed.

| have personal experience of extracting
animals ranging from lorikeets to lizards and
bats from this netting and have encountered
animals suffering shock, starvation,
strangulation and constriction of circulation.
The pain experienced by these animals is
intense and merely removing from the nets is
not a guarantee of recovery owing to the
circulation loss. Tissue continues to die and be
lost for weeks after rescue, with associated
pain and little hope of eventual recovery.

The answer is to continue the education on
proper installation of netting, but more

importantly to TAKE ALL MONOFILAMENT

NETTING OFF THE SHELVES, replacing it
with white, knitted material netting.

Not to do so is to continue to impose suffering
on all sorts of animals.

Macropods and bats

Over the past twelve months | have successfully
raised and rehabilitated three Eastern Grey
Kangaroos, one Swamp Wallaby, two Redneck
Wallabies and one Flying Fox. At present | have in
care two Redneck Wallabies. Cam was a little
furless 300gm baby when his mother was hit and
killed on Mt. Cotton road seven weeks ago. He is
now 600 gms and has beautiful sleek seal-like fur.
Al's mother was attacked and killed by a dog in
Burbank. This little joey was in his mother’'s pbuc
through the whole ordeal and was severely
traumatised. He required specialised care and
medication and a visit to the Wildlife Hospital at
Aussie Zoo, a long but necessary journey for him.
That was twelve days ago and during that time he
has surprisingly gone from 859 gms to 882 gms.
He is well furred and quite robust so this has been
in his favour. He is still very timid but | am
optimistic that he will progress.

It has been necessary to visit the Wildlife Hodpita
on numerous occasions. The cost to rear these
animals has exceeded $250.

| thought you might be interested to read about my
first encounter with a Flying Fox. As | was totela
getting vaccinated in order to care for babiesrdyri
the breeding season last year, | didn’t think | idou
receive a Flying Fox until next season. One
morning Louise Saunders rang to tell me she had
just rescued a young Flying Fox from a Victoria
Point garden. She had been named Dana after the
lady who had observed her hanging in one of her
palm trees alone for two days. Apart from being
dehydrated she was uninjured but under weight.

On arriving home with her | set up a clothes airer
and after re-hydration, commenced bottle feeding.
She took to this without a problem. | was amazed
how quickly she accepted me. Everything went
well until the early hours of the following morigin
when | awoke to unfamiliar sounds from the family
room. On investigation | discovered Dana hanging
on the fly screen of the security door. She apmzkar
stressed and so | gave her a bottle and returred he
to her hammock on the airer where she soon settled
down.

Next day passed without event but before retiring
for the night | made certain adjustments. | coitldn
close the glass door in the room, as it was top hot
so | hung a sheet across it. | also hung a shewet f
the fan (it was off of course) so that when sherfle
she could hang on there. Sure enough around 4 am
I was woken again. This time she was hanging
onto the fly screen on the window. Again | settled

her with a bottle. The room
was quite hot and muggy so |
knew | would have to make
other arrangements that night.

| decided that for Dana’s own

safety she would need to spend

the nights outside in a cage |

had borrowed from a carer who

was not caring for Flying

Foxes that year. To my horror

the following morning |

discovered that Dana had

escaped. Quickly I checked all

the trees in my place and in the

adjoining park. | also alerted

my neighbours and checked

their gardens. All to no avail

and so it was with a heavy

heart that | contacted Louise.

After hearing my sad news Louise tried to reassure
me that Dana had probably flown off with the wild
Flying Foxes who visited my garden each night. |
wasn’'t convinced, as | doubted she could have
flown the six kilometres to Black Swamp, which
would most likely be their camp. | told Louise tha

| would leave the airer outside hoping if Dana was
nearby she would return to it. Louise didn't think
this was probable as she had only been with me
three days. Sure enough the airer was empty next
morning so | gave up hope.

Two nights later after returning home quite late an
getting to bed after midnight my husband said he
thought he had just heard something hit the window
above our bed. His hearing is much keener than
mine and he often hears things | don’t. | didake
any action but then he insisted he could hear
squeaking. Up | got, grabbed a torch and blanket
and went out to investigate. | didn't spot anythin
around the window area or on the ground. There
were some besser blocks against the wall so |
checked them as well. | was about to return inside
when | shone the torch into a tree on the other sid
of the nearby fence. Imagine my amazement when
the light picked up a small bat hanging. | climbed
the fence praying she would not panic and fly off,
but she was quite calm and allowed me to wrap her
and bring her down.

Regardless of the hour, | rang Louise, as | wasn't
sure what the procedure would be. Fortunately it
had rained on her second night out but still Louise
said | should give her glucose and water before
offering milk. | quickly assembled the airer and
Dana settled down for the night. Thank goodness
no more flying.

The following afternoon was spent painstakingly
hand sewing shade cloth onto the cage, separately
covering the door to allow it to open. | sleptyas
that night knowing she could not escape. She had
again lost weight but was now refusing milk. lcals
knew that she was lonely as she called out to me
whenever | was in view. After speaking to Louise,
we decided that she would be better off in heihtlig
aviary as she wasn’t having bottles. | took her to
Louise’s that day. Dana was taken aback by the
welcome she received from the other occupant of
the aviary but Louise rang me later and said skie ha
settled down.

Two weeks later | picked up a one week old Flying
Fox from the RSPCA, She had been found on the
ground and was being attacked by a crow and had
several punctures around one eye and on the lid.
She weighed 80gms. | cared for her until she began
to fly and then took her to another carers whege sh
was joined with others.

Flying Foxes are amazing creatures. They bond so
quickly to carers and are a delight to care forar
ideal world there would be no such thing as
Wildlife Carers, but as we know this is not theegas
and so | am ready to take in Flying Fox babies next
season and of course Macropods are always
welcome here.
