PRESIDENTS REPORT

This year has started well with a highly 
successful February meeting with nearly 50 
attendees.  It is great to see such enthusiasm 
and knowledge from our younger audience that 
bodes well for the future. 
 
We also had our first walk of the year that took 
a dozen people out on to the mudflats at 
Ormiston; we were muddy and windblown but 
it was agreed that a great time was had by all. 
Look out for more walks over the next few 
months. 
 
Another year and more submissions, 2007 will 
be a crucial time for the Moreton Bay with the 
Zoning Plan Review due for public comment 
by September. 
 
There are real conflicting issues here with the 
lobbying being intense from Recreational and 
Commercial fishing, Tourism, Conservation 
and Boating organisations. Currently the Bay is 
poorly protected and this level of activity and 
exploitation cannot be sustained. The issue is 
clear, what are or should be “no go zones” and 
what restrictions need to be brought into the 
equation to balance the economic activity of the 
bay with conservation and protection of its 
unique attributes. 

Whilst it has been easy for us to see the above 
ground damage done by vegetation clearance 
across the state, what is happening beneath the 
surface of the bay will be much more debatable 
and has the potential for real conflict between 
competing groups. 
 
I urge you all to follow the issues closely, the 

new rezoning would last until 2018, the 
consequences of bad policy could be fatal to the 
health and wealth of Moreton Bay 
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Our annual Sea Week cruise was another great success.  
In spite of predictions of cyclones and rain the weather 
was beautiful.   
 

To my mind the most eye opening part of this years 
cruise was the visit to the port of Brisbane. The ships, 
the containers and the huge cranes were awesome.  
One ship was preparing to depart and it was interesting 
to see the tug boats working to start the move.  
The keen eyed spotted turtles and dolphin and birds 
were ever present.

Moreton Bay, the Blue Jewel of SEQ, is 
internationally recognized under 
Ramsar (www.ramsar.org) and also a 
Marine Park. Being at the overlap of the 
tropical and sub-tropical zones it supports 
an amazing abundance of wildlife. It is the 
only place on the planet you can find a 
large Dugong population next to a major 
capital city and equally impressive are its 
whales, dolphins, turtles, coral reefs, 
mangrove forests and 
seagrass meadows. 
Moreton Bay is 
certainly a beautiful 
and amazing place. 
 
However, it is under increasing pressure 
from a growing population and only 
0.5% of the Marine Park is under full 
protection.  We really need to do more 
if Moreton Bay is going to survive let alone 
support the abundance of wildlife that it 
currently does. 
 
Thankfully you now have an opportunity to 
ensure its future. 
 
This year the Queensland Government will 
be undertaking a 10 year review of 
Moreton Bay Marine Park. This review 
gives us an exciting opportunity to increase 
the protection in Moreton Bay and thus 
help solve some of the problems the Park 
faces. 
 
The QLD Government needs to hear from 
you. They need to hear that you care about 
the health of Moreton Bay Marine Park. 
Until now, the Minister has only heard from 
people who want to keep the level of 
protection at less than 1%. She needs to 
hear from those of us who care about our 
marine wildlife!

Some points to consider in your letter. 
 
·  Less than 1% of Moreton Bay is under 

full protection, this isn't good enough. 
·  There is no safe haven for our 

dugongs, turtles and dolphins, areas 
need to be set aside so they are safe 
from human impacts, such as fishing. 

·  Our coastal wetlands are poorly 
protected, ensure the Marine Park 
secures these important habitats and 
raw resources for our fishing and tourist 
industry. 

·  Moreton Bay’s corals are under 
increasing pressure, they need greater 
protection. 

·  Our migratory birds have lost many of 
their roosting sites, what remains needs 
full protection. 

·  Unique habitats need greater 
protection.
